Grant Application Process Guidelines

The Make A Mark Enrichment Fund is dedicated to sustaining and extending the excellence of the Region 10 School District by providing a source of funding for expanded educational opportunities for Region 10 students.  The Advisory Committee is responsible for recommending grants to be used for creative and innovative instructional practices that will enhance the learning of students as well as support the mission of the Fund. Grants will be given to teachers, administrators, guidance counselors, other school personnel, or students who propose projects that would not normally be funded by the Region 10 Board of Education budget. 
Grant Guidelines:

· Grants can be awarded to Region 10 staff and students.  If a student applies for a grant a faculty advisor must co-sign the grant application indicating their responsibility for oversight of the project.
· The number of students impacted by the project will be considered. 
· The Advisory Committee encourages collaboration among grades, disciplines, schools and/or the community.  If the grant application is for a project/initiative that will take place in more than one building the signatures of all building Principals must be obtained before the grant will be considered by the review committee.
· The Enrichment Fund shall not typically fund transportation costs, compensation for substitute teachers, or salaries/stipends for staffing as part of an approved project. 
· Projects should demonstrate sustainability, where applicable.
· All applications that include hardware and/or software acquisitions will require the approval of the District Technology Coordinator for compatibility or sustainability assurance.
· The total amount of funding available to the Make A Mark Advisory Committee for the Mini-Grant Program may vary from year to year.  

· It is anticipated that the Advisory Committee will allocate up to $2,000 that can be applied for through the Mini-Grant Program at any point during the school year.  The maximum amount that can be awarded will be $250 per grant application. Once the $2,000 has been depleted, anyone requesting funds will be directed to apply for the regular Make A Mark Grant opportunity that is awarded each summer.
· Grant applications requesting partial funding will not be considered unless the applicant demonstrates that funding for the remainder of the project has been secured. 
Grant applications will be reviewed by the Make A Mark Advisory Committee.  Applications that meet the criteria and can be funded by the Advisory Committee will be forwarded to the Main Street Community Foundation who will, in turn, forward the funding to the Finance Office in Region 10.
Grant recipients will be required to complete and submit an evaluation form and photo(s) at the conclusion of their project.
